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The lecture deals with the importance of Celtic Studies. Firstly, it will seek to offer a sensible scholarly definition of what is meant by ‘Celtic’. It will then add something about the Celtic input into Australian demographics, switch to remarks about the Celtic influence on English, and finish on a literary note.
Professor Anders Ahlqvist took up his duties as holder of the Sir Warwick Fairfax Professorship of Celtic Studies on 1 July of this year. He was awarded a doctorate in Celtic Studies from the University of Edinburgh in 1974. Before coming to the University of Sydney, he held a personal chair of Old and Middle Irish and Celtic Philology at the National University of Ireland, Galway, where he had started his career as a university lecturer in 1977.
